To practise oral communication, students have worked on sharing their ideas on what they know, wonder and have
learned about “Our Unique Earth” this week. We are learning to ask questions about information on our unit topic of the
Solar System, such as “How do we have seasons?” and “Why are our poles ice caps?’. Students are also developing their
understanding of a text by retelling the main idea after listening.

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For reading, students were further practising summarizing information by using a graphic umbrella organizer to identify
the main idea and supporting details of the text they read. This means that students could identify the main idea, by
recognizing the most repeated words and ideas within the text. At the same time, students kept on learning vocabulary

about planets, and the solar system. This vocabulary helped them gather more information about this new topic and
enhanced their ability to understand related texts more accurately.

This week, students wrote about the unique features of Earth. Students used a bubble map to generate
ideas about Earth’s atmosphere, gravity, and life. Additionally, students practised writing with different
adjectives to describe planets like Earth. By combining the ideas in their bubble map and new adjectives,
students also wrote an informational paragraph about Earth’s unique features.
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Weekly Learning - Art EHFYp - yi ‘e
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For art this week, students created a diagram and wrote a brief explanation as to why we experience
seasons on Earth. By using a visual, students can more easily grasp why we experience significant changes

in temperature and the seasons. We have focused on the explanation that Earth is tilted on its axis, rotates,

and orbits the Sun.
