To practise oral communication, students learned about and expressed their understanding of the differences and
similarities between everyday, or ordinary heroes and fictional superheroes. This week, students listened to and
spoke about Dr. Martin Luther King Jr., an American hero, who fought against civil rights injustices. They continued
to use WH question words to guide their quick note taking skills and used guiding discussion questions, along with
teacher guidance, to better express their understanding of oral texts.

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For Reading, students continued developing their summarizing skills. They studied texts to identify the similarities
and differences among a variety of hidden heroes and superheroes, and organized their ideas in a Venn diagram.
Summarizing has helped students to improve their reading comprehension and retention of texts. To support this,

students practised incorporating new high-frequency and content-specific vocabulary into their reading exercises.

This week, students learned how to write the second paragraph of a multi-paragraph comparison essay.
Students compared fictional heroes and non-fictional heroes by using difference comparison words. Instead of
using similarity comparison words such as, “and also”, “Similarly”, and “Likewise”, students used words
and phrases such as, “In contrast”, “On the other hand”, and “whereas”.
