Students were
able to produce excellent tri-fold displays with few errors and many detailed, compound sentences as well as

transition words.

Appearance (What does it look like?, use adjectives)
Habitat (Where does it live?)

Diet (What does it eat? carnivore/herbivore/omnivore)
Ability (What can it do? What makes it special or cool?)
Conclusion (Why is this animal interesting/ cool?)
